You can download best-selling novels, well-known classics, self-improvement guides, and 

more! 

To check out a digital title, users need a valid library card and a computer with Internet connection. 

Once downloaded, digital titles can be enjoyed on the computer or transferred to supported mobile 

devices.  Many audio titles can be burned to CD to enjoy in the car. At the end of the 14-day lending 

period, titles automatically expire and are returned to the digital collection. There are never late fees 

or damaged items.

Consumer Product Ratings: Free at Your Fingertips! 

During these difficult economic times it helps to research a product before 

you buy it. You can also save money by searching Consumer Reports

magazine online. Just go to www.lititzlibrary.org and click “Online Ser-

vices” on the left of the library’s home page. Next, click on the Power Li-

brary icon, enter your library card number (on the back of your card) and 

then click “Go to Online Resources.”  Scroll down the page and click on 

“Power Library.” 

Once you’re in Power Library, choose “MasterFILE Premiere” under News-

papers/Magazines and Websites. At the top of the next page, click on 

“Publications.” Next enter “Consumer Reports” in the Publications search 

box and hit “Browse.” Along the right, you can choose issues by date or 

search by keyword by clicking on “Search Within the Publication” link lo-

cated just above the issue dates. If you choose to view the article as a pdf 

(Portable Document File), you will see the article exactly as it appears in 

the magazine. You can print the article, save it to a file on your computer 

for later viewing or post to one of the many social bookmarking sites that 

allow you to share the article with others. 

If you prefer to have the actual magazine in your hand, Consumer Re-

ports and the annual Consumer Reports Buying Guide are available for

browsing at the library. Just ask a staff member at the front desk to get 

them for you.
